	
	Rest: Dwelling vs. Possession

Patriarchs (Gen 17:8; 28:4; 36:7; 37:1; 47:1; Exod 6:4; Acts 7:4-5)

Tripartite Formula

In Genesis 17:7, 8, God promised in the first part of what eventually became a tripartite formula "to be a God to you" (cf. 15:7; 28:21b; Ex. 20:2). 

In Exodus 6:7, the second part was added: "I will be a God to you and to your descendants after you, you shall be my people" (cf. "My son," "My firstborn," [Exod 4:22]; my "distinctive [or movable] treasure," [Exod 19:5-6]). 

The final part came in Exodus 29:45-46: "I will dwell in the midst of you" (Lev 11:45; 22:33; 25:38; 26:12, 44, 45; Num 15:41, et al.). 

Rev 21:3 And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, “Behold, the dwelling place of God is with man. He will dwell with them, and they will be his people, and God himself will be with them as their God.
	Abraham received Isaac, and he in turn received Jacob. Each birth was both an immediate "blessing" of that promise and an earnest of that one Heir par excellence who was to come. Here the one "seed" represented the many offspring and their historical appearance pointed to a partial historic fulfillment ("blessing") and a climactic fulfillment in the One who was to come ("promise"). Thus the historical series of fresh births of sons in this promised line was both the embodiment of a fulfillment in that immediate historical situation (by virtue of the office and promise each son represented) and a pointer to God's final Heir who would come in that same historic line.  

	
	Law &. Gospel

The Law is God's Law Not Moses'( Job 23:12, Gen 26:5)

This is another case of what Paul alluded to when in Romans 2:12-16. Job & Moses did not invent the; God did, and he had already been holding men and women responsible for heeding it millennia before he finally wrote it on tablets of stone.

A (God-initiated) relationship is followed by obedience not visa-versa.

Participation in the grace of God entails the obvious obedience that Lordship brings (Gen 12:1, 17:9-14). This obedience is only a sign of a relationship which should already be present. That obedience is worthless if it has not been  preceded by a circumcision of the heart (Deut 10:16; 30:6; Isa 2:2-3, Jer 31:33))

The Law is not a monolith:

Distinguishing Weighter Matters of the Moral Law (Matt 23:23) vs. the copy (Heb 8:5) of the Civil & Ceremonial Law (Deut 10:12; I Sam 15:22–23; Ps 51:16–17; .Isa 1:11–18; Jer 7:21–24; Hos 6:6, Amos 5:21-24; Mic 6:6-8) of which Christ is the goal (Rom 10:4)
	Perpetuity: Promise vs. Blessing

(2 Sam 7:11, 12, 13, 16,  19, 24, 25, 26, 27, 29)

The enjoyment of these blessings was conditioned by the response of each Davidic descendant. The individual descendants could forfeit their personal share in the promise, but they could neither cancel nor block the transmission of the promise to their Davidic successors (1 Chronicles 28:7; Ps 89:30-33; 132:11-12).
